Social Work in the Canadian Province of New
Brunswick: Family Group Conference

Abstract

The Family Group Conference (FGC) service in New Brunswick has considerably
reduced the numbers of children being taken into state care. The initiative has
also had a positive impact on social work caseloads and practitioner self-esteem.
This descriptive account seeks to explain why New Brunswick opted to introduce
the FGC, how the initiative was implemented and what outcomes were achieved.
Implications for research and future development with reference to a recent En-
glish initiative are also considered.
